Students will be creating a piece of digital art – on power point- to illustrate 2 perspectives of a topic related to forgiveness

Definition of Forgiveness : The act of granting pardon to a person for an offense, a debt

-discuss how as Catholics, we are called to forgive one another just as God does

-ideas for digital art will include:

· Mercy versus cruelty

· Sin vs Virtue

· Responsibility 

· Actions

· Followers of Christ

Students will find images to reflect both sides – they will be separating these on the slide with a line – in the middle of the line, a picture of the resolution

Students will also brainstorm words associate with each perspective and will be using the wordle website (http://www.wordle.net/) to create word art

Students will then come up with a sentence or slogan about the topic that will be located on the digital art.

Students work will be graded with a rubric – they will also have to prepare oral answers for the following questions which will be presented at the viewing of the art:

1. What are the two perspectives being presented in your media art?  What can we do to solve the problem?

2. What does your piece say about forgiveness?  As Followers of Christ, what should we be doing?

3. How does media art in our society reflect what we do?  Does media art influence society?
