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Grade 7 Phobias and Fears Monologue

You will write and present a one page Monologue on Fear. The format should be 4 stanzas that alternate between moments of doubt and moments of clarity, realization with vivid examples. Use a structure of alternating stanzas that fluctuate between questions and assurances with the use of imagery (Words that help the reader to visualize, nouns, adjectives, adverbs, verbs) 

Inspiration: Talk about something that happened to you in your life or that you have seen or heard about in movies, books, the news, family, friends and so on. 

A monologue is not a speech. You are telling a story in four stanzas, so select your words precisely and make them count.  (Format may be a written product or a Power Point or Prezi presentation with images )

Beginning stanza:

Introduce the theme with a question. Example: What are those? There are two red beating eyes, staring at me. Blinking in the dark of my

bedroom. Flashing is all I could see. 
Brushing through my room like a broom.
Second Stanza:
Wait! It's just the blinking numbers of my unset alarm clock, lighting my room with red light.

Through it you could see, one of my socks. It was white.

Voice

Your voice is an important tool. Using it effectively will draw your audience in. Think about pausing, changing the tone and volume of your voice for effect.

Please memorize your monologue. You may use cue cards as a reference only!
