A line palindrome is when the individual lines of a text make a palindromic sequence. Notice how an identical line changes it’s meaning completely from one end of the poem to the other.

Learning Goal: 
We are learning to write a palindrome poem which incorporates at least 3 to 5 poetic devices and communicates a message on any topic when it is read forwards and backwards.

Suggested topics could include what the future holds for your generation and justice but don’t let those limit you.

1. The first step to achieving justice is to do what is right and stand up for what we know God wants.

2. Let your actions be guided by the idea that even in the face

of injustice (death on the cross) Jesus always acted with dignity.
