Making Connections to Media Texts (“Validation”)

1) To “validate” a person is to acknowledge and accept their unique identity and individuality.
2) The word validate also means to give official sanction, confirmation, or approval to, as elected officials, election procedures, documents, etc.: to validate a passport. 
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Learning Goal:
We are learning to extend understanding of texts, including increasingly complex or difficult texts, by connecting the ideas in them to their own knowledge, experience and insights, to other familiar texts, and to the world around them.

Success Criteria:
· I will communicate the most important idea of the text.

· Connect to the text’s main idea and choose and appropriate response stem.

· Write connections that are deep, straight to the point, supported with details from the text, containing a balance of appropriate, sufficient detail from the text and your own points in the connection which parallel the text’s points to support the connection in a logical, organized way.

· Reread the text again to look for the detail to use to support the conclusion.

· Look for evidence from the text that is related to the text’s main idea.

Task Instructions: View student mocumentary: “Validation.” It can be easily found by typing in the words “Validation/mocumentary” in the search engine field of YouTube.

1) Use the graphic organizer provided to respond to the following: What is the video’s main idea? How does the filmmaker use a 2 part structure to communicate this main idea?

2) Using the graphic organizer which identifies the film’s main idea, supported by adequate relevant details from the film and parallel points from your own connection(s) that connect back to the film’s main idea, re-write a response that uses the three types of connections (Text-to-self, text-to-text and text-to-world) that draws many parallels from the video (examples, events, images, dialogue, sounds) to support your own connections. At the end of you response, explain how all of this makes you feel and what you have learned.

4) Be sure to use appropriate stems to begin your connections, such as, 

Text to self:

4) I have experienced…

Text-to-text:
1) I am reminded of another book/story/film…

Text-to-World:

1) I am reminded of an event that happened in the news, specifically…
2) An event or real-life situation that is similar to … is…

Note: Since this is a film, be mindful of how “conventions and techniques used in a variety of media forms” can “help convey meaning and influence or engage the audience”, for example: (different camera angles used in a film and their effects.”
1. Extreme long shot: There will be very little detail visible in the shot, it's meant to give a general impression rather than specific information.
2. Medium Shot: The audience already knows where they are and now want to focus on dialogue and character interaction.

3. Close-Up: This shot shows the importance of things, be it words written on paper, or the expression on someone's face. The close-up takes us into the mind of a character.
4.  High Angle: High angles make the object photographed seem smaller, and less significant (or scary).

5. Low Angles: Low angles help give a sense of confusion to a viewer, of powerlessness within the action of a scene.
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
